This Is the Night 
 
This year, the Easter Vigil on Saturday 
evening will begin with a different musical 
setting of the Exsultet. In this new version 
by Tony Alonso, the procession of the 

Paschal Candle, which includes our acclamations 
"Christ our Light/Thanks be to God," moves seamlessly 
into the Easter Proclamation. 
 
The Exsultet is the song of praise that the Church offers 
to Christ on the night of his rising. This great poem 
takes us through the long journey of humanity to a 
cosmic look into the future, to the Second Coming of 
Christ. For the United States Conference of Catholic 
Bishops, Fr. Michael J. Flynn explains “Despite its 
antiquity, this text still serves splendidly as a present-
day expression of Easter joy. [It] also provides a 
preview of the scriptural and theological themes that 
will ground the rest of the Easter Vigil liturgy. Salvation 
history, especially God’s deliverance of his Chosen 
People from Egyptian slavery and exile are prominent 
both in the Exsultet, and the extended Liturgy of the 
Word that will follow. The  candle present before the 
assembly is likened to the pillar of fire which guided 
Israel in its desert journey; their miraculous passage 
through the Red Sea serves as both a sign of deliverance 
and as a prefiguring of the waters of Baptism. Having 
recalled key moments of the Old Covenant, the New 
Covenant between God and humanity is proclaimed 
eloquently in terms of the brilliant Light of Christ 
dispelling the darkness of sin and death for all time.” 
 
The Exsultet urges us to rejoice with all creation in the 
Resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead, and 
incessantly reminds us  This is the night...

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Baptism of Infants 
(Children age 7 years and younger) 

  

Baptism Preparation Classes for  families planning to 
have their child baptized at Immaculate Heart of Mary will 
take place the first Wednesday of every month at 7:00 p.m. 
in the Marian Center.  Parents must attend; sponsors 
are also encouraged to join us for the class.  Families must 
be registered for the class prior to attending by contacting 
the Rectory.  We will celebrate the Sacrament of Baptism 
on April 1st and April 15th.  You must be pre-
registered and attend the Baptism Preparation Class 
held first Wednesday of the month. 

Baptism of Children 
(Children who have celebrated their  

8th Birthday and older.) 
Children who have celebrated their 8th birthday must 
participate in a process - The Rite of Christian Initiation 
(R.C.I.A.) adapted for Children.  This process takes place 
over three to five years and includes your child attending 
Faith Formation Classes and Mass regularly.  This is a 
faith journey for both you and your child.  When there is 
an appropriate readiness, your child is baptized, confirmed 
and receives Eucharist at the Easter Vigil.  Your child 
continues regular instruction in the Faith Formation 
Program for several years after their initiation.  For more 
information contact S. Mary Ann. 
 

 Only Parents or Legal Guardians may register a child 

for Baptism.  No date is definite until you have completed 
all registration forms at the Rectory. 

Rite of Christian Initiation  
of Adults 

  

The R.C.I.A. is designed for adults who 
have never been baptized, perhaps been 
baptized in another faith, or baptized 
Catholic but never received Eucharist 
and Confirmation.  This is an 
opportunity to explore life in the Catholic 
Community, have a companion on your faith journey, 
prepare for the Sacraments of Initiation (Baptism, 
and/or Eucharist, and Confirmation). 
 

What can you do to help someone who seeks to be 
part of the Catholic Church?  Accompany them to 
Mass; encourage them on the journey; introduce them 
to other parishioners.

Proximate Preparation  
Penance,  Eucharist and Confirmation 

  

All families registered in our parish who 
anticipate  their children will receive Penance 
& First Eucharist (Communion) in the spring 

of 2017 or Confirmation in the fall of 2017 at Immaculate 
Heart of Mary Church must attend our Proximate 
Preparation Program.  This would include children of our 
parish currently registered in Saint Joseph the Worker 
Catholic Academy, other Catholic or Private Schools and/
or our Children’s Faith Formation Program.  
  

Children who worship in other parishes who will be  
attending Saint Joseph the Worker Catholic Academy and 
wish to receive the Sacraments of Initiation at Immaculate 
Heart of Mary will need a letter from their pastor granting 
them permission to receive the Sacraments of Initiation at 
Immaculate Heart of Mary Church.   
  

In addition, children of our parish who attend  other private 
or Catholic Schools are encouraged to ‘come home’ to 
receive the Sacraments of Initiation at Immaculate Heart of 
Mary. 
  

Proximate Preparation is for parents and children to attend 
together. 
  

As always, it is the expectation that all are attending mass 
regularly.  Remember these are the Sacraments of 
Initiation, initiation into the worshipping community.  For 
further information or clarification, please contact S. Mary 
Ann.  To assist us in planning, please call to register if you 
are not attending our Children’s Faith Formation Program.

The Triduum Begins 
 
Triduumò comes from two Latin 
words (tres and dies), which mean 
ña space of three days.ò  But since 
we have four days with special 
names ï Holy Thursday, Good 
Friday, Holy Saturday, and Easter 
Sunday ï the ñthreeò may be 
confusing to some.  The confusion is 

eliminated when we understand how the days are 
reckoned.  On all high festival days the Church counts 
a day in the same way as Jews count days and 
festivals; that is, from sundown to sundown.  The 
Triduum consists of three twenty-four hour periods that 
stretch over four days.  The Easter Triduum begins at 
sundown on Holy Thursday with the Mass of the Lordôs 
Supper and concludes with Easter evening prayer at 
sundown on Easter Sunday; its high point is the 
celebration of the Easter Vigil. 
 

There is NO Morning Mass  
on Holy Thursday, Good Friday, and Holy Saturday. 

 

Morning Prayer will take place each day at 8:45 a.m. 
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Mass of the Lord’s Supper –  
March 29th - 7:30 p.m. 
 

The Triduum begins with the Mass of 
the Lordôs Supper.  At the conclusion 
of this liturgy, the procession to the 
place of reposition of the Blessed 
Sacrament takes place.  The church 
will remain open for quiet prayer in 
the presence of the Blessed Sacrament.  
We invite you to spend some quiet time 
with the Lord.  The evening will 

conclude at 11:45 p.m. with Night Prayer. 
 

It is at this liturgy, those teens who have been preparing to 
receive Eucharist for the first time will be invited to the 
Table of the Lord to be nourished by the Body and Blood of

In Slavic countries the blessing of Easter foods was an 
important tradition. This blessing is still found in the 
updated Roman Ritual, and is a wonderful practice. Many 
parishes still participate in this custom of the blessing of the 
Easter food or baskets. 
 

In some places the blessing of special Easter food takes 
place on Holy Saturday. Among the Slovaks a basket 
containing lamb meat (which of course signifies Jesus, the 
Lamb of God), boiled eggs, dyed and plain, Pascha (a 
special Easter bread), and other foods, is taken to the 
church in the afternoon where the priest blesses it. 
 

All families of the parish are welcome to bring a 
basket representing their culture and traditions.
