VOICE OF THE      
   ASSEMBLY 
 

The primary instrument for the liturgy is not the organ or 
the piano or the guitar but the voice of the assembly. In 
fact, the singing assembly is the most beautiful sound that 
the liturgy can make. Usually it is not a polished sound, and 
can even be an out-of-tune sound. But when it is authentic 
and resounding, it is the only measure of whether our music 
is prayer or not. Nothing ever quite matches the full, alive 
sound of the whole congregation joining together in the 
praise of God. The word that best describes that event is 
"Alleluia."   Alleluia is a Hebrew word that translates 
"God's people praise God." This special song of praise is 
used at many different times and in many different ways, 
but it is especially at the time immediately before the 
proclamation of the Gospel that it becomes an acclamation, 
a kind of shout for joyðalways joyful, always sung.

Then the series concludes on August 7th when 
the church's Director of Music and Organist, Christopher 
Johnson, performs.  Tickets for any of these recitals are

Over at St. Patrick's Cathedral, the Sunday Afternoon 
Kilgen Organ Recital Series starts at 3:15  and is free.  
Next Sunday, July 29th features an Organ Duo Recital by 
Mark Thallander & Andrew McKeon.  It continues on 
August 5th with Luca Pollastri. August 19th showcases 
Francisco Amaya, and this series concludes on August 
26th with Stefan Donner.
