GAUDETE SUNDAY 

Today is "Gaudete Sunday" or "Rejoice Sunday." Why? 
What is all the rejoicing about?  More than two hundred 
years ago a man named Isaac Watts wrote the words to a 
Christmas carol which, no doubt, you have heard every 
Christmas since you were born. The first verse reads:   
  
 Joy to the world, the Lord is come!  
        Let earth receive her King;  
 Let every heart prepare him room  
       And heaven and nature sing.  
  
Do you every wonder if that is really true?  Is there joy in 
the world because Jesus was born? Yes! There is joy and 
happiness, celebration and song, excitement and honest-to-
goodness merriment. There is hardly a nook or a cranny, 
hardly a country on the entire earth that doesn't have at least 
some Christian people who join in celebrating Jesus' birth. 
Almost as though the Liturgy can't wait to celebrate the 
presence of the Savior, the Word of God today tells us to 
rejoice.  How will you put that word into practice as we 
enter this second half of the Advent season?

In the quarterly journal Todayôs 
Liturgy, Curtis Stephan explains his 
inspiration to compose this song: 
 

ñôBegin with the end in mind,ô my 
friend and arranging/composition 

teacher said.  Those words have become my daily 
morning prayer ever since.  Whether itôs composing, 
planning a liturgy, or prioritizing my schedule, beginning 
with the end in mind gives clarity and purpose to 
everything that leads up to the final product. 
 

Following the death of my father, a friend wrote to me, 
óAs time passes we come to realize death and life are not 
two but one.ô  The end is just the beginningé 
 

My vision for óReady the Wayô was a contemporary 
setting appropriate for the Advent season echoing the 
words of Isaiah the prophet, óPrepare the way of the 
Lord.ô  However, when a friend told me he used it as his 
major theme for parish missions, I came to realize that 
those words are meant for us each day, as in the 
Benedictus from morning prayer: óYou, my child, shall 
be called the prophet of the most high, for you will go 
before the Lord preparing his way, to give knowledge of 
salvation by the forgiveness of sinsô (Luke 1:76-77). 
 

Making straight the road and raising the valleys so that 
others may come to know, love, and serve our God is the 
daily mission of every intentional disciple.  Living with 
purpose in the small ways of encouragement and hope, 
mending the broken, and tending the poor makes ready 
the way for Christ in our world.  Let us all ready the 
wayéò

Proximate Preparation  
Penance,  Eucharist and Confirmation 

  

All families registered in our parish who anticipate  their 
children will receive Penance & First Eucharist 
(Communion) in the spring of 2017 or Confirmation in the 
fall of 2017 at Immaculate Heart of Mary Church must 
attend our Proximate Preparation Program.  This would 
include children of our parish currently registered in Saint 
Joseph the Worker Catholic Academy, other Catholic or 
Private Schools and/or our Childrenôs Faith Formation 
Program.  
  

Children who worship in other parishes who will be  
attending Saint Joseph the Worker Catholic Academy and 
wish to receive the Sacraments of Initiation at Immaculate 
Heart of Mary will need a letter from their pastor granting 
them permission to receive the Sacraments of Initiation at 
Immaculate Heart of Mary Church.   
  

In addition, children of our parish who attend  other private 
or Catholic Schools are encouraged to ócome homeô to 
receive the Sacraments of Initiation at Immaculate Heart of 
Mary. 
  

Proximate Preparation is for parents and children to attend 
together. 
  

As always, it is the expectation that all are attending mass 
regularly.  Remember these are the Sacraments of 
Initiation, initiation into the worshipping community.  For 
further information or clarification, please contact S. Mary 
Ann.  To assist us in planning, please call to register if you 
are not attending our Childrenôs Faith Formation Program.

You must be 

pre-registered and attend the Baptism Preparation 

Class held on  Saturday. January 5th at 11:00 a.m. 

Baptism of Children 
(Children who have celebrated their  

8th Birthday and older.) 
 

Children who have celebrated their 8th birthday must 
participate in a process - The Rite of Christian Initiation 
(R.C.I.A.) adapted for Children.  This process takes 
place over three to five years and includes your child 
attending Faith Formation Classes and Mass regularly.  
This is a faith journey for both you and your child.  
When there is an appropriate readiness, your child is 
baptized, confirmed and receives Eucharist at the Easter 
Vigil.  Your child continues regular instruction in the 
Faith Formation Program for several years after their 
initiation.  For more information contact S. Mary Ann. 
 

 Only Parents or Legal Guardians may register a child 
for Baptism.  No date is definite until you have 
completed all registration forms at the Rectory. 

Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults 
  

The R.C.I.A. is designed for adults who 
have never been baptized, perhaps been 
baptized in another faith, or baptized 
Catholic but never received Eucharist and 
Confirmation.  This is an opportunity to 
explore life in the Catholic Community, 
have a companion on your faith journey, 
prepare for the Sacraments of Initiation 
(Baptism, and/or Eucharist, and Confirmation).
