All families registered in our parish who anticipate  their 
children will receive Penance & First Eucharist 
(Communion) in the spring of 2017 or Confirmation in the 
fall of 2017 at Immaculate Heart of Mary Church must 
attend our Proximate Preparation Program.  This would 
include children of our parish currently registered in Saint 
Joseph the Worker Catholic Academy, other Catholic or 
Private Schools and/or our Childrenôs Faith Formation 
Program.  
  

Children who worship in other parishes who will be  
attending Saint Joseph the Worker Catholic Academy and 
wish to receive the Sacraments of Initiation at Immaculate 
Heart of Mary will need a letter from their pastor granting 
them permission to receive the Sacraments of Initiation at 
Immaculate Heart of Mary Church.   
  

In addition, children of our parish who attend  other private 
or Catholic Schools are encouraged to ócome homeô to 
receive the Sacraments of Initiation at Immaculate Heart of 
Mary. 
  

Proximate Preparation is for parents and children to attend 
together. 
  

As always, it is the expectation that all are attending mass 
regularly.  Remember these are the Sacraments of 
Initiation, initiation into the worshipping community.  For 
further information or clarification, please contact S. Mary 
Ann.  To assist us in planning, please call to register if you 
are not attending our Childrenôs Faith Formation Program.

Children who have celebrated their 8th birthday must 
participate in a process - The Rite of Christian Initiation 
(R.C.I.A.) adapted for Children.  This process takes 
place over three to five years and includes your child 
attending Faith Formation Classes and Mass regularly.  
This is a faith journey for both you and your child.  
When there is an appropriate readiness, your child is 
baptized, confirmed and receives Eucharist at the Easter 
Vigil.  Your child continues regular instruction in the 
Faith Formation Program for several years after their 
initiation.  For more information contact S. Mary Ann. 
 

 Only Parents or Legal Guardians may register a child 
for Baptism.  No date is definite until you have 
completed all registration forms at the Rectory. 

Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults 
  

The R.C.I.A. is designed for adults who 
have never been baptized, perhaps been 
baptized in another faith, or baptized 
Catholic but never received Eucharist and 
Confirmation.  This is an opportunity to 
explore life in the Catholic Community, 
have a companion on your faith journey, 
prepare for the Sacraments of Initiation 
(Baptism, and/or Eucharist, and Confirmation).

(1 Thessalonians 3:12) 
 

As we enter the Advent season, we begin this week in 
active waiting and anticipation. Paul, not surprisingly, says 
that in preparation for what is coming, love is the rule. We 
are called to grow in love for everyone and thereby have the 
ability to stand blameless before God when Christ returns. 

Loving others should be an easy thing for us to do. After 
all, God is love and we are made in Godôs image. Yet, 
loving people who are not like us, who are "other," is a 
challenge. Perhaps, this little exercise by an American 
spiritual teacher named Richard Alpert (aka Ram Dass, 
"servant of God") might give us a way to reflect on the 
walls we create to prevent us from loving the other. He 
writes: 

"When you go out into the woods, and you look at trees, 
you see all these different trees. And some of them are bent, 
and some of them are straight, and some of them are 
evergreens, and some of them are whatever. And you look 
at the tree and you allow it. You see why it is the way it is. 
You sort of understand that it didnôt get enough light, and 
so it turned that way. And you donôt get all emotional about 
it. You just allow it. You appreciate the tree. 

The minute you get near humans, you lose all that. And you 
are constantly saying óYou are too this, or Iôm too this.ô 
That judgment mind comes in. And so I practice turning 
people into trees. Which means appreciating them just the 
way they are." 

Let us begin this exercise by examining our views of 
migrants and refugees. After all, Jesus began his earthly life 
in flight from persecution. Pope Francis states in one of his 
addresses (5/24/13): "They are human people, I stress this, 
who are appealing for solidarity and assistance, who need 
urgent action but also and above all understanding and 
kindness. God is good, let us imitate God. Their condition 
cannot leave us indifferent. Moreover, as Church we should 
remember that in tending the wounds of refugees, evacuees 
and the victims of trafficking, we are putting into practice 
the commandment of love that Jesus bequeathed to us when 
he identified with the foreigner, with those who are 
suffering, with all the innocent victims of violence and 
exploitation." 

In this first week of active waiting, increase your love and 
appreciate these "others" just the way they are.
